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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Partner Engineering and Science, Inc. (Partner) has performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment
(ESA) in accordance with the scope of work and limitations of ASTM Standard Practice E1527-13, the
Environmental Protection Agency Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries (AAl) (40 CFR Part
312) and set forth by MV Cactus 9 LLC for the property located at Northeast Corner of Cactus Avenue and
Nason Street in the City of Moreno Valley, Riverside County, California (the “subject property”). The Phase
| Environmental Site Assessment is designed to provide MV Cactus 9 LLC with an assessment concerning
environmental conditions (limited to those issues identified in the report) as they exist at the subject
property.

Property Description

The subject property is located on the northeast quadrant of the intersection of Cactus Avenue and Nason

Street within a mixed commercial, undeveloped, and residential area of Riverside County. Please refer to
the table below for further description of the subject property:

The subject property is currently unimproved vacant land covered with grass and other vegetation.

According to available historical sources, the subject property was formerly undeveloped from as early as
1901 and agricultural land from at least 1938. Agricultural activity appears to have ceased in the late
1980s, and the subject property has been vacant, unimproved vacant land since.

The immediately surrounding properties consist of unimproved vacant land and Integrated Care
Communities to the north; Cactus Avenue to the south, followed by single-family residences, an Eastern
Municipal Water District (EMWD) Potable Water Booster Station B4146, and unimproved vacant land;
single-family residences to the east; and a medical office building to the west across Nason Street.

Based on information posted on the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) Geotracker website
and topographic map interpretation, the depth and direction of groundwater in the vicinity of the subject
property is inferred to be approximately 26 to 30 feet below ground surface (bgs) and flow towards the
south.

Findings

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: due to release to the environment; under
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conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or under conditions that pose a material threat of a
future release to the environment. The following was identified during the course of this assessment:

e Partner did not identify any recognized environmental conditions during the course of this
assessment.

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC resulting from a past release of
hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable
regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject
to the implementation of required controls. The following was identified during the course of this
assessment:

e Partner did not identify any controlled recognized environmental conditions during the course of
this assessment.

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a past release of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the property and has been
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls. The
following was identified during the course of this assessment:

e Partner did not identify any historical recognized environmental conditions during the course of
this assessment.

An environmental issue refers to environmental concerns identified by Partner, which do not qualify as
RECs; however, warrant further discussion. The following was identified during the course of this
assessment:

e The subject property was historically used for agricultural purposes from as early as 1938 until
approximately 1989. There is the potential that typical agricultural chemicals such as pesticides,
herbicides, and fertilizers may have been used and stored on-site. However, no specific areas of
concern for agricultural chemicals have been identified during the course of this assessment.
Based on Partner’s review of historical aerial photographs, no evidence of pesticide, herbicide,
and/or fertilizer bulk storage or mixing areas was observed. In addition, during grading activities,
the soils are typically disturbed, shifted, and redistributed. Furthermore, it is likely that residual
agricultural chemicals (if any) would have would have significantly degraded since the site was last
utilized for agricultural purposes. Based on these factors, the previous agricultural use of the
subject property is not expected to represent a significant concern.

Conclusions, Opinions, and Recommendations

Partner has performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13 of Northeast Corner of Cactus Avenue and Nason Street in the City
of Moreno Valley, Riverside County, California (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions
from, this practice are described in Section 1.5 of this report.
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This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the
subject property; however, environmental issues were identified. Based on the conclusions of this
assessment, Partner recommends the following:

e If redevelopment of the subject property is planned for residential use, sampling related to the
agricultural use is recommended.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION

Partner Engineering and Science, Inc. (Partner) has performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment
(ESA) in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Standard Practice E1527-13 and the
Environmental Protection Agency Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries (AAl) (40 CFR Part
312) for the property located at Northeast Corner of Cactus Avenue and Nason Street in the City of
Moreno Valley, Riverside County, California (the “subject property”). Any exceptions to, or deletions from,
this scope of work are described in the report.

11 Purpose

The purpose of this ESA is to identify existing or potential Recognized Environmental Conditions (as
defined by ASTM Standard E1527-13) affecting the subject property that: 1) constitute or result in a
material violation or a potential material violation of any applicable environmental law; 2) impose any
material constraints on the operation of the subject property or require a material change in the use
thereof; 3) require clean-up, remedial action or other response with respect to Hazardous Substances or
Petroleum Products on or affecting the subject property under any applicable environmental law; 4) may
affect the value of the subject property; and 5) may require specific actions to be performed with regard
to such conditions and circumstances. The information contained in the ESA Report will be used by Client
to: 1) evaluate its legal and financial liabilities for transactions related to foreclosure, purchase, sale, loan
origination, loan workout or seller financing; 2) evaluate the subject property’s overall development
potential, the associated market value and the impact of applicable laws that restrict financial and other
types of assistance for the future development of the subject property; and/or 3) determine whether
specific actions are required to be performed prior to the foreclosure, purchase, sale, loan origination,
loan workout or seller financing of the subject property.

This ESA was performed to permit the User to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for the innocent
landowner, contiguous property owner, or bona fide prospective purchaser limitations on scope of
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) (42 U.S.C. §9601)
liability (hereinafter, the “landowner liability protections,” or "LLPs"). ASTM Standard E1527-13 constitutes
“all appropriate inquiry into the previous ownership and uses of the property consistent with good
commercial or customary practice” as defined at 42 U.S.C. §9601(35)(B).

1.2 Scope of Work

The scope of work for this ESA is in accordance with the requirements of ASTM Standard E1527-13. This
assessment included: 1) a property and adjacent site reconnaissance; 2) interviews with key personnel; 3) a
review of historical sources; 4) a review of regulatory agency records; and 5) a review of a regulatory
database report provided by a third-party vendor. Partner contacted local agencies, such as
environmental health departments, fire departments and building departments in order to determine any
current and/or former hazardous substances usage, storage and/or releases of hazardous substances on
the subject property. Additionally, Partner researched information on the presence of activity and use
limitations (AULs) at these agencies. As defined by ASTM E1527-13, AULs are the legal or physical
restrictions or limitations on the use of, or access to, a site or facility: 1) to reduce or eliminate potential
exposure to hazardous substances or petroleum products in the soil or groundwater on the subject
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property; or 2) to prevent activities that could interfere with the effectiveness of a response action, in
order to ensure maintenance of a condition of no significant risk to public health or the environment.
These legal or physical restrictions, which may include institutional and/or engineering controls (IC/ECs),
are intended to prevent adverse impacts to individuals or populations that may be exposed to hazardous
substances and petroleum products in the soil or groundwater on the property.

If requested by Client, this report may also include the identification, discussion of, and/or limited
sampling of asbestos-containing materials (ACMs), lead-based paint (LBP), mold, and/or radon.

1.3 Limitations

Partner warrants that the findings and conclusions contained herein were accomplished in accordance
with the methodologies set forth in the Scope of Work. These methodologies are described as
representing good commercial and customary practice for conducting an ESA of a property for the
purpose of identifying recognized environmental conditions. There is a possibility that even with the
proper application of these methodologies there may exist on the subject property conditions that could
not be identified within the scope of the assessment or which were not reasonably identifiable from the
available information. Partner believes that the information obtained from the record review and the
interviews concerning the subject property is reliable. However, Partner cannot and does not warrant or
guarantee that the information provided by these other sources is accurate or complete. The conclusions
and findings set forth in this report are strictly limited in time and scope to the date of the evaluations.
The conclusions presented in the report are based solely on the services described therein, and not on
scientific tasks or procedures beyond the scope of agreed-upon services or the time and budgeting
restraints imposed by the Client. No other warranties are implied or expressed.

Some of the information provided in this report is based upon personal interviews, and research of
available documents, records, and maps held by the appropriate government and private agencies. This
report is subject to the limitations of historical documentation, availability, and accuracy of pertinent
records, and the personal recollections of those persons contacted.

This practice does not address requirements of any state or local laws or of any federal laws other than
the all appropriate inquiry provisions of the LLPs. Further, this report does not intend to address all of the
safety concerns, if any, associated with the subject property.

Environmental concerns, which are beyond the scope of a Phase | ESA as defined by ASTM include the
following: ACMs, LBP, radon, and lead in drinking water. These issues may affect environmental risk at the
subject property and may warrant discussion and/or assessment; however, are considered non-scope
issues. If specifically requested by the Client, these non-scope issues are discussed in Section 6.3.

15 Limiting Conditions

The findings and conclusions contain all of the limitations inherent in these methodologies that are
referred to in ASTM E1527-13.

Specific limitations and exceptions to this ESA are more specifically set forth below:

e Interviews with past or current owners, operators, and occupants were not reasonably
ascertainable and thus constitute a data gap. Based on information obtained from other
historical sources (as discussed in Section 3.0), this data gap is not expected to alter the findings
of this assessment.

e Partner was unable to determine the property use at 5-year intervals, which constitutes a data
gap. Partner reviewed all standard historical sources and conducted appropriate interviews.

e Partner's view of the ground during the site assessment was obstructed due to overgrown
vegetation. Based on information obtained from other historical sources, this limitation is not
expected to alter the overall findings of this assessment.

Due to time constraints associated with this report, the Client has requested the report despite the above-
listed limitations.
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2.0 SITE DESCRIPTION

2.1 Site Location and Legal Description

The subject property is located on the northeast quadrant of the intersection of Cactus Avenue and Nason
Street in Moreno Valley, California. According to the Riverside County Assessor, the subject property is
legally identified as: “Lot 5 of the Bear Valley & Alessandro Development Co. subdivision, Block 131, Map
Book 11, Page 10"

2.2 Current Property Use

The subject property is currently unimproved vacant land covered with grass and other vegetation.
The subject property is designated for residential development by the City of Moreno Valley.

The subject property was not identified in the regulatory database report of Section 4.2.

2.3 Current Use of Adjacent Properties

The subject property is located within a mixed commercial, undeveloped, and residential area of Riverside
County. During the vicinity reconnaissance, Partner observed the following land use on properties in the
immediate vicinity of the subject property:

Immediately Surrounding Properties

North: Integrated Care Communities (14315 Nason Street); unimproved vacant land

South: Cactus Avenue, followed by unimproved vacant land, an Eastern Municipal Water District
(EMWD) Potable Water Booster Station, and single-family residences

East: Single-family residences

West: Nason Street, followed by a medical office building (14375 Nason Street) and unimproved
vacant land

No adjacent properties were identified in the regulatory database report of Section 4.2.
24 Physical Setting Sources
2.4.1 Topography

The United States Geological Survey (USGS) Sunnymead, California Quadrangle 7.5-minute series
topographic map was reviewed for this ESA. According to the contour lines on the topographic map, the
subject property is located at approximately 1,550 feet above mean sea level (MSL). The contour lines in
the area of the subject property indicate the area is sloping gently towards the south. No development is
depicted on the subject property on the 2018 map.

A copy of the most recent topographic map is included as Figure 3 of this report.
2.4.2 Hydrology

According to topographic map interpretation, the direction of groundwater in the vicinity of the subject
property is inferred to flow towards the south. The nearest surface water in the vicinity of the subject
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property is a storm water channel/stream located approximately 0.60 miles south of the subject property.
No settling ponds, lagoons, surface impoundments, wetlands, or natural catch basins were observed at
the subject property during this assessment.

According to available information, a public water system operated by the Eastern Municipal Water
District (EMWD) serves the subject property vicinity. According to available information, shallow
groundwater directly beneath the subject property is not utilized for domestic purposes. The sources of
public water for Moreno Valley are surface water imported from northern California through the State
Water Project, two Moreno Valley wells, three Perris Valley wells, treated water from the Colorado River,
and groundwater from the Menifee, North Canyon Lake and Quail Valley communities.

According to a previous subsurface investigation conducted on a nearby property (25020 Alessandro
Boulevard and Closed Case #980609/083303232T), the depth of groundwater in the vicinity of the subject
property is inferred to be approximately 26 to 30 feet below ground surface (bgs).

2.4.3 Geology/Soils

The subject property is located on the Perris Block within the Peninsular Ranges Geomorphic Province.
The Perris Block is bounded on the northeast by the San Jacinto Fault, on the north by the Cucamonga
Fault and the San Gabriel Mountains, and to the southwest by the Elsinore Fault and the Santa Ana
Mountains. The subject property is mapped as being underlain by alluvial fans of Quaternary age. The
subject property is located on the Perris Erosional Surface and Paloma Surface. The depositional surface is
underlain by sediments of various thickness that have filled the Perris Groundwater basin. There are
bedrock outcroppings located west of the subject property. The bedrock surface was defined by
gravimetric survey and described as “complex bedrock scour surface morphology.”

Based on information obtained from the USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service Web Soil Survey
online database, the subject property is mapped as Hanford fine sandy loam (HgA), Hanford coarse sandy
loam (HcC), and Greenfield sandy loam (GyC2). The Hanford series consists of very deep and well drained
soils that formed in linear and tread alluvial fans derived from granite. The typical HgA profile is fine
sandy loam at 0 to 40 inches and stratified loamy sand to coarse sandy loam at 40 to 60 inches on slopes
ranging between 0 and 2 percent. The typical HcC profile is coarse sandy loam at 0 to 8 inches, fine sandy
loam at 8 to 40 inches, and stratified loamy sand to coarse sandy loam at 40 to 60 inches on slopes
ranging between 2 and 8 percent. The Greenfield series consists of very dep and well drained soils that
formed in linear and tread alluvial fans and terraces derived from granite. The typical GyC2 profile is
sandy loam at 0 to 26 inches, fine sandy loam at 26 to 43 inches, loam at 43 to 60 inches, and stratified
loamy sand to sandy loam at 60 to 72 inches on slopes ranging between 2 and 8 percent.

2.4.4 Flood Zone Information

Partner performed a review of the Flood Insurance Rate Map, published by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency. According to Community Panel Number 06065C0765G, dated August 28, 2008, the
subject property appears to be located in Zone X (Unshaded), an area located outside of the 100-year and
500-year flood plains.

A copy of the reviewed flood map is included in Appendix B of this report.

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6.3 Non-ASTM Services
6.3.1 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs)

At the time of Partner’s site visit, the subject property was observed to be vacant land. Due to the lack of
structures on the subject property, an evaluation of suspect ACMs was not included in the scope of this
assessment.

6.3.2 Lead-Based Paint (LBP)

At the time of Partner’s site visit, the subject property was observed to be vacant land. Due to the lack of
structures on the subject property, LBP was not considered as part of this assessment.

6.3.3 Radon

Radon is a colorless, odorless, naturally occurring, radioactive, inert, gaseous element formed by
radioactive decay of radium (Ra) atoms. The US EPA has prepared a map to assist National, State, and
local organizations to target their resources and to implement radon-resistant building codes. The map
divides the country into three Radon Zones, according to the table below:

EPA Radon Zones

EPA Zones Average Predicted Radon Levels Potential
Zone 1 Exceed 4.0 pCi/L Highest
Zone 2 Between 2.0 and 4.0 pCi/L Moderate
Zone 3 Less than 2.0 pCi/L Low

It is important to note that the EPA has found homes with elevated levels of radon in all three zones, and
the US EPA recommends site-specific testing in order to determine radon levels at a specific location.
However, the map does give a valuable indication of the propensity of radon gas accumulation in
structures.

Radon sampling was not conducted as part of this assessment. Review of the US EPA Map of Radon
Zones places the subject property in Zone 2. Based upon the radon zone classification, radon is not
considered to be a significant environmental concern.

6.3.4 Lead in Drinking Water

According to available information, a public water system operated by the Eastern Municipal Water
District (EMWD) serves the subject property vicinity. According to available information, shallow
groundwater directly beneath the subject property is not utilized for domestic purposes. The sources of
public water for Moreno Valley are surface water imported from northern California through the State
Water Project, two Moreno Valley wells, three Perris Valley wells, treated water from the Colorado River,
and groundwater from the Menifee, North Canyon Lake and Quail Valley communities. According to the
EMWD and the 2017 Annual Water Quality Report, water supplied to the subject property vicinity is in
compliance with all State and Federal regulations pertaining to drinking water standards, including lead
and copper. Water sampling was not conducted to verify water quality.
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6.3.5 Mold

At the time of Partner’s site visit, the subject property was observed to be vacant land; therefore, mold
was not considered as part of this assessment.

6.4 Adjacent Property Reconnaissance

The adjacent property reconnaissance consisted of observing the adjacent properties from the subject
property premises. No items of environmental concern were identified on the adjacent properties during
the site assessment, including hazardous substances, petroleum products, ASTs, USTs, evidence of
releases, PCBs, strong or noxious odors, pools of liquids, sumps or clarifiers, pits or lagoons, stressed
vegetation, or any other potential environmental hazards.
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7.0 FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

Findings

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: due to release to the environment; under
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or under conditions that pose a material threat of a
future release to the environment. The following was identified during the course of this assessment:

e Partner did not identify any recognized environmental conditions during the course of this
assessment.

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC resulting from a past release of
hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable
regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject
to the implementation of required controls. The following was identified during the course of this
assessment:

e Partner did not identify any controlled recognized environmental conditions during the course of
this assessment.

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a past release of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the property and has been
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls. The
following was identified during the course of this assessment:

e Partner did not identify any historical recognized environmental conditions during the course of
this assessment.

An environmental issue refers to environmental concerns identified by Partner, which do not qualify as
RECs; however, warrant further discussion. The following was identified during the course of this
assessment:

e The subject property was historically used for agricultural purposes from as early as 1938 until
approximately 1989. There is the potential that typical agricultural chemicals such as pesticides,
herbicides, and fertilizers may have been used and stored on-site. However, no specific areas of
concern for agricultural chemicals have been identified during the course of this assessment.
Based on Partner's review of historical aerial photographs, no evidence of pesticide, herbicide,
and/or fertilizer bulk storage or mixing areas was observed. In addition, during grading activities,
the soils are typically disturbed, shifted, and redistributed. Furthermore, it is likely that residual
agricultural chemicals (if any) would have would have significantly degraded since the site was last
utilized for agricultural purposes. Based on these factors, the previous agricultural use of the
subject property is not expected to represent a significant concern.
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Conclusions, Opinions, and Recommendations
