BCR Consulting, LLC (BCR Consulting) was retained by Kimley-Horn to complete a cultural 
resources records search for the MoVal Mall Redevelopment Project (the project) located in 
the City of Moreno Valley, Riverside County, California. The project site is located in Section 
2 of Township 3 South, Range 4 West, San Bernardino Baseline and Meridian. It is depicted 
on the United States Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5-Minute Riverside East (1980) 
topographic quadrangle (Attachment A). The purpose of this study was to identify potential 
for prehistoric or historic-period resources within project site boundaries.  
 
Research 

BCR Consulting requested a cultural resources records search from the Eastern Information 
Center (EIC) at the University of California, Riverside on February 3, 2022. The EIC has 
consulted records from all previously-recorded historic and prehistoric archaeological sites, 
as well as built environment resources (including historic districts) within one half-mile of the 
project site. The results have revealed that 16 previous studies have been completed 
resulting in two cultural resources recorded within one half-mile of the project site. One 
resource was a prehistoric bedrock milling site (designated P-33-2763) located 
approximately one quarter mile southeast of the project site, and the other resource was a 
historic-period road (designated P-33-24847) located approximately one half-mile to the 
east. One study (designated RI-1894) assessed the entire project site and a second study 
(designated RI-7061) assessed a small portion of the project site for cultural resources. No 
cultural resources of any kind have been identified within the project site boundaries. The 
complete records search bibliography is provided as Attachment B. Please note that 
Attachment B is confidential and should only be distributed to essential personnel.  
 
A review of topographic maps and aerial photographs has shown that the project site is 
currently occupied by the Moreno Valley Mall.  According to Riverside County assessor 
records, the Moreno Valley Mall was built in 1991. It replaced the Riverside Raceway that 
occupied the project site since prior to 1967 (see Attachments A, C, and D).  
 
Summary and Recommendations 

Proposed activities appear to be limited to areas that have been subject to previous cultural 
resources assessments that resulted in no cultural resources of any kind identified within the 
project site boundaries. Furthermore, severe disturbances associated with construction of 
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the shopping mall and the former Riverside Raceway have displaced sediments beyond 
depths at which cultural resources are likely. Based on previous findings combined with the 
high level of disturbances on the project site, BCR Consulting recommends that there is a 
low likelihood for significant cultural remains to be encountered during project-related 
activities within the project site boundaries.  
 
If human remains are encountered during activities associated with the proposed project, 
State Health and Safety Code Section 7050.5 states that no further disturbance shall occur 
until the County Coroner has made a determination of origin and disposition pursuant to 
Public Resources Code Section 5097.98. The County Coroner must be notified of the find 
immediately. If the remains are determined to be prehistoric, the Coroner will notify the 
Native American Heritage Commission (NAHC), which will determine and notify a Most 
Likely Descendant (MLD). With the permission of the landowner or his/her authorized 
representative, the MLD may inspect the site of the discovery. The MLD shall complete the 
inspection within 48 hours of notification by the NAHC.
