The Applicant proposes to develop an approximately 18.36-acre site with a 55-lot single-family residential project.
Applications include Tentative Tract Map No. 38264 to subdivide approximately 18.36 net acres into 55 residential lots,
eight lettered lots, and private streets A through J, Conditional Use Permit for a Planned Unit Development for 55
single-family lots, including park areas, common parking, and a Variance for wall heights. The Project site is not included
on any list of hazardous materials sites compiled pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project would have potential significant impacts related to biological resources. Therefore, the project would
implement MM BIO-1 which would ensure the payment of MSHCP mitigation fees. MM BIO-2 would ensure impacts to
burrowing owl species are avoided at the Project site. MM BIO-3 would ensure impacts to nesting bird species are
avoided at the Project site. MM BIO-4 requires a USACE Section 404 permit and RWQCB Section 401 Water Quality
Certification under the Clean Water Act. With implementation of MM BIO-1 through MM BIO-4, impacts to biological
resources would be less than significant. The project would have potential significant impacts related to cultural
resources. MM CUL-1 would requires archaeological monitoring and a cultural resources monitoring plan. MM CUL-2
provides guidelines in the case of any inadvertent discoveries of Native American cultural resources or Paleontological
resources. MM CUL-3 would ensure impacts involving the discovery of human remains are avoided at the Project site.
Through implementation of MM CUL-1 through MM CUL-3, impacts would be less than significant. The project would
have a potential significant impact related to paleontological resources. MM PAL-1 requires a paleontological resource
impact mitigation plan. Through implementation of MM PAL-1, impacts would be less than significant. The Project would
have a potential significant impact related to hydrology and water quality impacts. MM BIO-4, as described previously,
would reduce impact to a less than significant level. The project would have potential significant impacts related to tribal
cultural resources. MM CUL-1 through MM CUL-3, as described previously, would reduce impact to a less than
significant level.
