	Project Description: The City of Moreno Valley (City) is processing an application seeking plot plan review approval for a proposed truck sale, rental, service, fueling facility, and a surface parking lot on a 9.63-acre site. The project proposes two buildings: 1) a service and wash building with office space in the middle of the project site; and, 2) a rental and sales office building in the northern part of the site. The project site is located at 21839 Alessandro Blvd within the City of Moreno Valley. 
	Project's Effects: Topics identified as potentially having significant impacts without mitigation include Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils, Hazards & Hazardous Materials, and Tribal Cultural Resources. 
- For Biological Resources, mitigation measures include a biological monitor during construction to avoid incidental disturbance of habitats, preconstruction bird survey, species and mitigation of loss wetlands/vernal pools. 
- For Cultural Resources, mitigation measures are directed to grading and construction worker training for awareness, Native American monitoring, actions to take if historical or unique archaeological resources are discovered during construction, and procedures to follow if human remains are discovered during construction.
- Geology and Soils mitigation measures outline procedures and processes required if unanticipated paleontological resources are discovered during grading.
- Hazardous Materials mitigation measures would include soil observations and testing during construction. 
- For Tribal Cultural Resources (TCRs), mitigation measures require retention of a Native American Monitor prior to ground-disturbing activities, on-site tribal monitoring and actions to take if TCRs are discovered during construction. 
After mitigation, impacts related to all topics noted above would be less than significant.
