	Project Description: The applicant is requesting approval of the following entitlements: 1) Tentative Tract Map No. 38442 to subdivide 19.1 acres of vacant land into one hundred and eight (108) single-family residential lots with 1.38 acre park, 0.52 acre water quality basin, private internal streets and common-area improvements; and 2) a Conditional Use Permit to address development standards for the construction of new homes within the subdivision.  
	Project's Effects: Biological Resources- Potential impacts to burrowing owl, nesting birds, and bats will be avoided through implementation of preconstruction surveys during the appropriate nesting/roosting seasons (MM BIO-1 through 3).  Permanent fill of 0.22- acres of ephemeral streambed will be mitigated through the purchase of mitigation credits from a bank or in-lieu fee bank at a ratio of 3:1 (MM BIO-4 and -5).

Cultural Resources - the potential for disturbance or impacts to previously unknown below ground cultural resources and/or human remains will be avoided through implementation of MM CUL-1 and -2, which requires that work be stopped when potential resources or remains are uncovered.  Evaluation and recovery of the materials will be conducted by the City with the appropriate tribal representative or County agency.

Geology and Soils - The potential for impacts to previously undiscovered paleontological resources will be avoided through full-time monitoring by a qualified paleontologist to assess and provide treatment recommendations.
