	Project Description: The project proposes development of 64 two- and three-bedroom apartment units in eight two-story buildings on an approximately 4.6-acre site. It would include 64 two- and three-bedroom units, totaling 160 bedrooms. Three buildings of the eight buildings are located in the center of the site, arrayed around a grassy common area. Each building has two stories.
	Project's Effects: Biological Resources: Focused Burrowing Owl surveys and pre-construction breeding bird surveys will be conducted prior to construction, and a biological monitor will be present during construction activities. These measures, and adherence to construction BMPs, will reduce impacts to less than significant.
Cultural Resources: If archaeological resources or human remains are discovered during construction activities, work shall stop and appropriate authorities will be notified to determine necessary measures. Impacts will be reduced to less than significant. 
Geology/Soils: Recommendations in the geotechnical report shall be followed. In addition, a Paleontological Resources Impact plan shall be prepared so that potential impacts to paleontological can be mitigated to less than significant.
Noise: Most of the noise mitigation measures required by the Moreno Valley General Plan PEIR are designed to reduce impacts of the surrounding area upon sensitive receivers in new developments.  These do not apply to the proposed project, since CEQA requires analysis of the effects of the project upon the surrounding community.  
Tribal Cultural Resources:In the unlikely event of discovery of human remains or funerary objects during grading, mitigation measure will be implemented to reduce impacts to less than significant. 
Mandatory Findings: Focused Burrowing Owl surveys and pre-construction breeding bird surveys will be conducted prior to construction, and a biological monitor will be present during construction activities. In addition, measures will be implemented to reduce impacts on Tribal Cultural Resources to a less than significant level.
